Using education and business knowledge to empower impoverished children

JERSEY CITY, NEW JERSEY, APRIL 18, 2015 - Forbes Magazines’ May 25 issue will feature an article highlighting the Cambodian Children’s Fund. The article is focusing on CCF’s mission to provide education and business knowledge to impoverished children, giving them the tools to work themselves and their families out of poverty. 

Cambodian Children’s Fund is a non-profit organization founded in 2004 that provides services to over 2,000 poverty-stricken children in Cambodia. Children who were once abandoned, foraging for food and living in a garbage dump are now attending university, thanks to the help of CCF. CCF provides help to these children by giving them the skills to help themselves and their families.

Education is the focus of CCF, but the education provided by CCF goes above and beyond. Students learn the basics, like English, reading and writing, math, science, and social studies. But they also learn practical skills like computer science: how to do web design and use office programs. These skills are preparing them to work in the business and professional world. CCF also provides vocational training to students to prepare them to enter the workplace. Students receive training in administrative and secretarial work, make-up and hair dressing, childcare, and design and tailoring, and work in professional settings to gain real world experience. As an example, the hairdressing and makeup students work in a professional salon and provide services to members of the community.  

“CCF’s education and training provides these children with ways to achieve beyond their wildest dreams,” says Tracy France, head of education at CCF. “10 years ago, going to university was not something that would even cross the minds of these children. Now, we have students attending university every year.”

Executive director Scott Neeson was interviewed for the article, along with the head of education, Tracy France, and education manager, Kram Sokchannin. These three CCF staff members will be providing further insight into CCF’s business programs, and how they see it changing the lives of children.

“Our students graduate with the skills necessary to lead successful and fulfilling lives,” says Neeson. “They’re ready to provide for their families, and enrich their communities. So much has been accomplished in these last 10 years, who knows what the next 10 years will bring? The future holds so much potential for these young people.”
